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Schiavone Scores Moscow Title

ltalian cruises to second and biggest career
Sony Ericsson WTA Tour singles crown

MOSCOW, Russia - She started the week off
very slowly but as soon as she gathered steam
there was just no stopping her, and on Sunday
afternoon Francesca Schiavone won the sec-
ond and biggest Sony Ericsson WTA Tour sin-
gles title of her career at the Kremlin Cup.

Schiavone, the No.8 seed at the Premier
stop, fought two and a half hours to escape her
first round match against qualifier Nuria Llagos-
tera Vives, but didn't drop a single set the rest
of the way, including losing a total of just 12
games in her last three matches combined.

In Sunday's final, Schiavone found herself
on serve with the unseeded Olga Govortsova at
4-3 in the first set but reeled off eight games in
a row to win, 63 60. During those eight games
she lost only 11 points to the Belarusian.

“At the start it was a fight. We had a big
game, the sixth game of the first set, that lasted
about 15 minutes. | won it to go up 4-2, then |
won the first set,” Schiavone commented. “In
the second set | was very solid. When | got to
4-0 in the second set | looked at the trophy and
said to myself, 'I'm coming to get you!'*

“Francesca played very well today. | was
trying my best and in the first set there were a
lot of long games, especially that sixth game,
but she didn't miss much,” Govortsova said
afterwards. “It was the first time | played here
and | was happy to get to the final of such a big
event. It'll give me confidence for next year.”

Coming into this event, Schiavone had a
dismal 1-10 record in singles finals on the Tour,
her lone title coming at Bad Gastein two years
ago. One of those runner-up finishes even
came right here, to Mary Pierce four years ago.

“I didn't expect to win the title but | thought
I'd have a good week because | felt good when
| arrived,” Schiavone said. “Moscow is a beauti-
ful city and now many people here know me
because it's the second time | got to the final.”

Govortsova was playing in her second ca-
reer final on the Tour, having finished runner-up
at Memphis last year to Lindsay Davenport.

Moscow was also the stage of the battle for
the last berth at this week’s Sony Ericsson
Championships - Doha 2009. Vera Zvonareva,
Jelena Jankovic and Agnieszka Radwanska all

had a chance at the spot but Radwanska fell
first round and Zvonareva fell second round,
while Jankovic made the quarterfinals. Those
events led Jankovic to be the final qualifier for
the prestigious season-ending tournament.
Russians Maria Kirilenko and Nadia Petrova
won the doubles on Saturday, beating Rus-
sian-Czech duo Maria Kondratieva and Klara
Zakopalova in 56 minutes, 62 62. Kirilenko and
Petrova, who were the No.3 seeds here, won
their second title together, having won Cincin-
nati last year; Petrova took home her 18th Tour
doubles title while Kirilenko nabbed her sixth.
“Winning the doubles title here in Moscow
is a nice way to end the season,” Petrova said.
“This is the second tournament | have played
with Maria, and we had a lot of fun this week.
Hopefully we can play together again soon.”
“It's always nice to win here in Moscow,
playing so close to home with the support of all
the fans. It's good to end the season on a
good note,” Kirilenko said. “Maybe Nadia and |
can team up again and try to win another title.”
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Bacsinszky Wins First Tour Title

Swiss wins first Sony Ericsson WTA Tour title of any kind in Luxembourg

LUXEMBOURG, Luxembourg - Timea Bacsinszky had never made
a Sony Ericsson WTA Tour final before but in her first she per-
formed birilliantly, taking out Sabine Lisicki in straight sets for a
breakthrough win at the $220,000 BGL Luxembourg Open.

Bacsinszky's best career singles results on the Tour before this
week were four semifinals, two last year and two earlier this year.
So, unseeded and going into her semifinal match here against the
red hot Yanina Wickmayer, things didn't look great for her. But the
Swiss fought hard to snap the No.5-seeded Belgian's eight-match
winning streak in a photo finish on Saturday, 36 62 75.

Lisicki, the No.6 seed, was just as daunting on paper, some
phenomenal results this year at some huge events - winning
Charleston, the quarterfinals of Wimbledon - putting her as the
clear favorite. And the big-serving German had just survived a gritty
encounter against one of the toughest competitors in the game,
former Top 15 player Shahar Peer, in the semifinals a day earlier.

Bacsinszky came out firing in the final, winning the first four
games in a row and staying on serve from there to take the first
set, 6-2. The second set stayed on serve until 4-4 when Bacsin-
szky broke again for 5-4 and a chance to serve for the title. Lisicki
broke back but was again broken herself, then lost, 62 75.

"I'm really happy with the way everything went today. | played in
a smart way and just went for it. | wasn't nervous at all,” Bacsin-
szky said afterwards. “It's great to win my first title. | don't think I've
realized what it means for me yet. For now | just want to stay fo-
cused because | have another tournament next week.”

“Timea played well. | wasn’t very fit today. My leg was hurting a
bit but | still tried to fight. | rushed too much today and | could tell
that | was tired from my semifinal,” Lisicki said. “I didn't take my
chances but you can always learn from something like this.”

The icing on the cake for Bacsinszky was that she also
launched her official website, www.timea-b.com, on Sunday.

Two of the biggest stars of the women's game started the
week but neither made it out of the early rounds. Caroline
Wozniacki, the top seed, was forced to retire in her first round
match with Luxembourg's Anne Kremer due to a left hamstring
strain; Kim Clijsters, playing for the first time since her dream US
Open and the No.2 seed, lost to Patty Schnyder second round.

“| felt good going into the match, but the injury suddenly hap-
pened,” Wozniacki said. “Sometimes injuries are unpredictable. |
was looking forward to playing here and doing better than | did last
year, and I'm sad this happened today and | had to retire.”

“Patty played extremely smart today. It's tough to force errors
on her and break through her game,” Clijsters said. “I made more
errors and my first serve wasn't working the way | would have liked
it to. | had my chances in the first set and | tried to fight through.
It's disappointing when you're not playing your best.”

Czechs Iveta Benesova and Barbora Zahlavova Strycova won
the doubles title earlier in the day with a 16 60 107 win over fellow
Czechs Vladimira Uhlirova and Renata Voracova, taking five
straight points from 5-7 in the match tie-break to seal their second
title as a team, having won Stockholm last year. Benesova and
Zahlavova Strycova now have five Tour doubles titles each.

After two weeks at No.2, Dinara Safina returns to No.1 for the
week of the Sony Ericsson Championships - Doha 2009, with she
and Serena Williams battling it out for the year-end No.1. Safina
spent her first 25 weeks at No.1 consecutively between April 20
and October 11 of this year, and now gets her 26th overall.

Cara Black spent her first 16 weeks at No.1 from October 17,
2005 to February 5, 2006. She spent two more weeks there be-
tween June 11 and 24, 2007, and began her third stint on July 9,
2007. This week she spends her 121st straight (139th overall)
week there. Liezel Huber joined Black at No.1 in doubles on No-
vember 12, 2007 and this week spends her 103rd week there.
Black and Huber are two of only three players to have racked up
100 consecutive week at No.1 in doubles (Navratilova also did it).
