NEW YORK, NY, USA - She only returned to 
the Sony Ericsson WTA Tour a few weeks ago 
but Kim Clijsters didn't take long to become a 
Grand Slam champion again, capping an unbe-
lievable two weeks with a straight set win over 
Caroline Wozniacki for the 2009 US Open title. 
     Clijsters, who retired in May 2007, returned 
last month for two US Open lead-up events in 
Cincinnati and Toronto, performing impressively 
at them both. But no one would have guessed 
she'd win in her first Grand Slam back. 
     She did just that, and as an unranked wild-
card no less, seeing as it takes three tourna-
ments to obtain a Tour ranking. Clijsters had a 
few struggles, being pushed to three by Marion 
Bartoli in the second round and Venus Williams 
in the fourth round, but she didn't lose a set 
apart from that, including a dramatic 64 75 win 

over Serena Williams in the semifinals - in 
which Williams was given a point penalty on 
match point due to a tirade directed at a lines-
woman - and the Wozniacki win, rallying from 
4-2 down in the first set to prevail, 75 63. 
     Clijsters, playing Wozniacki for the first time, 
dropped to her knees and cried with joy after 
hitting an overhead winner on match point. 
     “This has been so exciting for me. It wasn't 
really part of the plan. I just wanted to play 
these three tournaments and get used to all of 
the surroundings again. I want to thank the 
USTA for giving me a wildcard here,” Clijsters 
commented to Mary Joe Fernandez during the 
on-court trophy presentation. “Caroline is such 
a great fighter. Women's tennis should be 
proud to have such a great girl playing. 
     “Coming back here was a great feeling. The 
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Kim’s Fairytale Ending

support I got helped me keep going. It really helps. It's a great 
pleasure to play in front of you guys. We tried to plan Jada's nap 
time a little later so she could be here tonight. It's the greatest feel-
ing in the world, being a mother. I want to spend the next few 
weeks with her and go through the normal routine. I'm looking 
forward to going back and living the family life for a little while.” 
     Clijsters collected her second Grand Slam singles title, having 
won at this venue in 2005 as well. Having given birth to Jada dur-
ing her retirement, she is also the first mother since Evonne 
Goolagong at Wimbledon 29 years ago to win a major. She is the 
first wildcard to win a major. The longshot tag was designed for 
Clijsters at the US Open - but everyone knew she was a threat. 
     Wozniacki had never been to the quarterfinals of a Grand Slam 
before these two weeks; now she is a Grand Slam finalist, and 
what a fortnight she had, becoming Denmark's first major finalist in 
the Open Era, male or female. Her smile and grace won her many, 
many new fans in the Big Apple, and they cheered her hard. 
     “I wouldn't have made it this far without all of you guys,” 
Wozniacki said during the trophy ceremony. “Kim is such a great 
girl. I'm so excited she came back. Unfortunately she beat me to-
day, but she played a great match and deserves this trophy.” 

Williams sisters win third doubles major of year 
The Williams sisters continued to add to their Grand Slam doubles 
haul on Monday afternoon, beating world No.1s Cara Black and 
Liezel Huber in straight sets, 62 62, in the final of the US Open. 
     In a very high quality match - the two teams combined had 64 
winners to just 25 unforced errors - Venus and Serena Williams, 
the No.4 seeds, took it to top seeds Black and Huber, breaking 
twice in the first set and two more times in the second set. By con-
trast, the sisters did not face a single break point in the match. 
     “I'm really excited to have a title here,” Serena told reporters 
afterwards. “Obviously when you enter the singles and doubles, 
you want to come home with maybe one title, at least for us. It was 

a blessing I had an opportunity to come back out and play.” 
     “I'm really happy to get the title with Serena,” Venus com-
mented after the win. “It's not possible to get a better partner than 
Serena. I hope she feels the same about me. Number 10 for us. It 
was like our decade anniversary for winning here 10 years ago.” 
     The Williams sisters now have 10 Grand Slam doubles titles 
together, a tally that includes three Australian Opens (2001, 2003, 
2009), one French Open (1999), four Wimbledons (2000, 2002, 
2008, 2009) and now two US Open crowns (1999, 2009). 
     Black and Huber have been co-ranked No.1 in the world in 
doubles since the year-end rankings in November 2007. They have 
four major crowns, namely Wimbledon in 2005, the Australian 
Open and Wimbledon in 2007 and the US Open last year. 

Carly's Grand Slam glory 
Travis Parrott and Carly Gullickson continued their string of upsets 
on Thursday afternoon, beating Leander Paes and Cara Black in 
straight sets for the US Open mixed doubles title. 
     Parrott was originally slotted to play with Abigail Spears but that 
did not work out, and at the suggestion of Spears, he contacted 
Gullickson to play. It turned out to be a scratch pair made in 
heaven - wildcards into the draw, they beat four seeds in five 
rounds, starting with No.6 seeds Max Mirnyi and Nadia Petrova, 
where they came back from two match points down to win. 
     “They were serving 9-7 in the tie-break and he had a second 
serve. I lobbed it over Petrova. She got it back, then Travis reflexed 
the ball back, and I think it was a 10 or 11 ball rally at the net. Then 
I hit a winner down the line or something,” Gullickson said of one of 
the match points. “That match helped us the whole week. I was so 
nervous going out there and playing Mirnyi, because I've never 
played mixed in a Grand Slam, and I've never played someone like 
Mirnyi, who has a huge serve and is so talented at the net.” 
     “You walk into that second round and you're just really happy 
to still be in the tournament,” Parrott said. “It was a whole new 
mindframe. It happens a lot out there. You kind of struggle in those 
first few rounds and find a way to survive. Later on in the week, 
you're much better for it. That's what happened with us.” 
     Parrott and Gullickson beat Daniel Nestor and Sania Mirza in 
the second round then took out the Top 3 seeds back-to-back-to-
back, first third seeds Marcin Matkowski and Lisa Raymond in the 
quarterfinals, top seeds Mahesh Bhupathi and Liezel Huber in the 
semifinals and second seeds Paes and Black, 62 64. 
     “I still can't believe we actually won the US Open! It's weird 
still,” Gullickson said. “Both of us played really well all week. We 
beat some great teams in all our matches. I was super-relaxed 
because I felt no pressure - it was just fun. Hopefully I can gain a 
little confidence into my singles and doubles from this.” 
     “Carly played awesome today, but she played this well the 
whole week,” Parrott said at their press conference. “We'd look at 
each other on the changeover and be like, 'God, this is fun. Why 
can't we play like this when we're playing the rest of the year?' 
     “The psychology changed. She's so good at net. I don't feel the 
pressure to come up with a big serve. In the past I'd end up dou-
ble faulting more because I knew I had to get a lot of free points, 
but with Carly, I'd put a good serve in there and she'd clean it up.” 
     “For the last few years I've always done better in doubles, and 
this year I've won a few tournaments and qualified for a few Grand 
Slams in singles, so I've got a few more points and a lot more con-
fidence in my singles,” Gullickson added. “My goal is to be in the 
main draw in Australia. Hopefully I'm Top 100 by then.”
