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Melinda, Queen of Québec

Czink wins first Sony Ericsson WTA Tourr title,
becomes Hungarian No.1 on new rankings

QUEBEC CITY, Canada - In an all-lefty final in
Québec it was Melinda Czink who prevailed
and finally captured her first Sony Ericsson
WTA Tour title, beating Lucie Safarova at the
Bell Challenge on Sunday, 46 63 75.

Playing in her second career final and seek-
ing her first title, Czink hung tough with Sa-
farova after the first set, breaking in the fourth
game of the second to even it at a set apiece.
In the third they traded breaks twice early but it
was Czink who took the decisive one, breaking
at 30 at 5-5 before serving it out at love.

“It feels great. | haven't really processed it
yet but | wil,” Czink said. “I went match by
match this week. This was the toughest match
this week. | had to take some risks on her serve
today - sometimes it worked, sometimes it
didn't. We really pushed each other, and I'm
happy | could come out the winner today.”

“We both played a good match. | think it just
came down to a few balls and she did it bet-
ter,” Safarova commented. “The whole week |
was trying to be very aggressive and move
forward, but she did the same today and | had
trouble dealing with it. | didn't feel | did anything
wrong today. It could have gone either way.

“I hope to come back next year and do bet-
ter. Unless you win, you can always do better!”

Although the final saw the No.5 seed take
out the No.4 seed it was as minor an upset as
one could get. Coming into this week, Czink
ranked just two spots below Safarova - No.52
to No.50. The 26-year-old had also taken out
two higher seeds in the last two rounds, Nadia
Petrova in the quarters (No.1) and Aleksandra
Wozniak in the semis (No.3). The final was a
first-time meeting between the two lefties, too.

Czink jumps from No.52 to No.37 on the
new rankings, and with Agnes Szavay at No.38
that makes Czink the new Hungarian No.1.

Czink's first final on the Tour was somewhat
historic, in that it was the second time she and
her championship opponent played that week:
at the Australian Open tune-up event in Can-
berra in 2005, Czink lost to Ana Ivanovic in the
final round of qualifying and then, after making
the main draw as a lucky loser, once again met
Ivanovic in the final, the only known time that

Czink’s final with Safarova was the second all-lefty final
of the season, following Petra Kvitova’s championship
victory over Iveta Benesova at Hobart in January.

has happened. That time she lost to the Serb,
who would eventually rise to No.1 in the world.
In an unrelated note, Czink got her first career
win over Ivanovic just a few weeks ago.

Safarova is now 4-3 lifetime in Tour finals,
her four titles coming at Estoril and Forest Hills
in 2005, Gold Coast in 2006 and Forest Hills in
2008. She has had runner-up finishes at 's-
Hertogenbosch in 2005 (faling to Klara Za-
kopalova in the final) and at Paris [Indoors] in
2007 (falling to Petrova in the final).

Vania King and Barbora Zahlavova Strycova
captured the doubles title earlier in the day.
The top-seeded American-Czech pairing, who
were playing together for the first time, dis-
patched Swedish-French duo Sofia Arvidsson
and Severine Brémond Beltrame without trou-
ble, 61 63. It was King's eighth career Tour
doubles title and Zahlavova Strycova's fourth.
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Shahar’s Chinese Triumph

Israeli wins fourth Sony Ericsson WTA Tour singles title, and first since 2006, in Guangzhou

GUANGZHOU, China - Israel’'s Shahar Peer made a triumphant
return to the winner's circle in Guangzhou, China on Sunday after-
noon, grinding past first-time finalist Alberta Brianti for her first
Sony Ericsson WTA Tour title in more than three years, 63 64. It
was the Israeli's fourth career singles title on the Tour.

Peer, who was the No.5 seed, made it through to the final with-
out losing a set - in fact, so did No.7 seed Brianti. But while Peer
had played for several titles previously - she was 3-1 lifetime in
finals coming in - Brianti had never been beyond the semifinals on
Tour, and perhaps the experience gap got in the way.

“I'm very happy to win this title. | haven't been in the finals for
almost two and a half years, so winning this title is really important
to me,” Peer said. “At the beginning she played really, really well.
She was very aggressive and dominating the points. | was a bit
nervous - | wasn't hitting the ball very well. But | found my rhythm.
It wasn't perfect, but it was good enough to win today.”

Peer's first three titles came at Pattaya City, Prague and Istan-
bul in 2006. She was also a runner-up once, to Venus Wiliams at
Memphis in February 2007. She hadn’t been to a final since then.

Brianti's best previous result on the Tour came at Portoroz ear-
lier this summer, where she was a semifinalist, falling to world No.1
Dinara Safina in a somewhat tight two-setter. The 29-year-old Ital-
ian upset one seed, No.7 seed Ayumi Morita, en route to the final.

“It was a good match for me today. | played very well. The sec-
ond set was tough. | was having problems with my back, but | feel
much better now. | was very concentrated and | really wanted to
win this match,” Brianti said after her semifinal win over Morita.
“Shahar is a very good player. She's very tough. But I've been very
positive. I've been playing well. I'm improving every day.”

Only one of the Top 4 seeds made their projected semifinal
spots, that being No.3 seed Peng Shuai, who had to retire against
Peer in that round due to a right wrist injury. No.2 seed Zheng Jie
was a late withdrawal from the event due to a left wrist injury; Ana-
bel Medina Garrigues and Katarina Srebotnik, seeded No.1 and

Peer didn’t drop a set to win the title and now bounces back into the Top 50.

No.4, lost in the second and first rounds, respectively.

Olga Govortsova and Tatiana Poutchek won the doubles title
with a 36 62 108 match tie-break win over Kimiko Date Krumm
and Sun Tiantian straight after the singles final. Date Krumm and
Sun burst out to a 5-2 lead in the match tie-break but the Belaru-
sian pair kicked back into gear right when it mattered most, win-
ning eight of the last 11 points to snag the title. Govortsova won
her second Tour doubles title; Poutchek took home her fifth.

This was the sixth consecutive edition of the Tour event in
Guangzhou. Previous winners at the International-level tournament
include Li Na (2004), Yan Zi (2005), Anna Chakvetadze (2006),
Virginie Razzano (2007) and Vera Zvonareva (2008).

Safina, Black & Huber maintain strangleholds

Dinara Safina became the 19th player ever to rise to No.1 in the
world on April 20, and this week spends her 22nd straight week
there. She is part of the first brother-sister No.1 pair, her brother
Marat Safin having ranked No.1 on the ATP World Tour before.
She assumed the No.1 world ranking from Serena Williams.

Cara Black spent her first 16 weeks at No.1 from October 17,
2005 to February 5, 2006. She spent two more weeks there be-
tween June 11 and 24, 2007, and began her third stint on July 9,
2007. This week she spends her 115th straight (133rd overall)
week there. Liezel Huber joined Black at No.1 in doubles on No-
vember 12, 2007 and this week spends her 97th week there.
Black is now the standalone second all-time on the weeks at dou-
bles No.1 list, following tennis legend Martina Navratilova (237).
